4. Once you're inside, the first thing you should dalick on “Change Your Password” and set up
something distinct to you. Yes, you can re-ingtalir old password if you wish.

By the way: The password boxdase-sensitivdn other words, “MyDogSpot” is NOT the same as
“mydogspot” or “MYDOGSPOT.” If your password doeseéem to be opening the door for some
reason, check to see if your Caps Lock button is on
